We offer financial support to students from underrepresented groups. This helps students access higher
education and continue studying until their course is completed. The support includes:

e The Access to Higher Education Scholarship, available if students are accepted onto a course
with an Access to HE qualification (where it is an entry requirement for the course).

e The Care Leavers' Bursary, available to eligible students who come to DMU directly from care.

e The Estranged Students' Bursary
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
